There are 122,300 Australians with type 1 diabetes and with five new cases every day, Australia has one of the highest rates in the world. The number of Australian children being diagnosed with this disease is increasing by 3% every year. An autoimmune disease, type 1 diabetes is thought to be caused by a complex mixture of genetic and environmental factors but not by an unhealthy diet or obesity.
